Special Helper. Write kid-friendly 
jobs on slips of paper, such as “Get the 
mail,” “Help with dinner,” or “Put clothes 
away.” Fold the slips of paper and place 
them in a container. Give each child 
an opportunity to draw out a “special 
helper” job each day. Find small ways 

to reward jobs completed. At the 
end of the week, discuss how you 

can look for opportunities to be 
special helpers.

Working together 
is a GREAT way to 
encourage children 
to tackle their jobs 
with enthusiasm. 

Demonstrating how to help one another is a 
powerful teaching tool. Affirming a “job well 
done” goes a long way to encourage children  
to do their best work. 

Resist the temptation to compare the quality of 
work of two or more family members. Instead, 
encourage each individual to do the best he can 
do. Allow reasonable amounts of time for jobs 
to be completed. Remind family members that 
doing the best they can do is part of making 
right choices. God is pleased when we  
make right choices and help others!
