	Text2: Welcome to “Family Connections”—the quarterly newsletter that helps you know 
what your child is learning from God’s Word. Please let us know if we can help you 
in any way as we partner together to grow kids in Jesus.
	Text3: Being made in the image of God sets people apart from the rest of creation. How pleased God must be to hear little voices saying “God” and “God made me!” How pleased God must be to see you guiding your child to praise Him!
	Text4: Units of learning include:
• God Made My Face
• God Made My Body
• God Gives Us Food

	Text5: Make family memories as you grow with your child in learning about how special God made each one of us. Plan special play times that emphasize different parts of the body God made. Place a stuffed animal in a small basket and cover it with a blanket. Encourage your child to peek with the eyes God made to discover what is under the blanket. Let your child toss foam balls into a large cardboard box or laundry basket. Thank God for your child’s strong arms. Using carpet squares, form a path around the room. Secure the squares so they will not slip when you child jumps on them. Show your child how to step or jump from one square to the next. Talk about the feet and legs God gave us. 

Have your camera ready during these playtimes. Print the pictures and place them in a picture album. Label each picture: “God made my peeking eyes.” “God made my strong arms so.” “God made my jumping feet.” Let your toddler share the book with grandparents and friends.
	Text6: Bible Words your child will be learning 
this quarter:
• “God made me” (based on Genesis 1:27).
• “God gives us food” (based on Psalm 136:25).

Help your child name familiar parts of the body—eyes, nose, mouth, and so on. As you name each part, repeat the Bible Words, “God made me.”
Allow your child to play in the kitchen as you prepare a family meal. Talk about the food you are making. Make up a song that includes the words “God gives us food.”
