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Use these thoughts at  
mealtimes, bedtimes, or other 
times when you pray with  
your child this week.

Help us to tell others that Jesus is alive.

God, thank You for this great day.

Find this verse in a family Bible. 
During the week spontaneously 
shout “Jesus is alive.” Whenever 
the words are spoken, everyone 
can say the Bible verse.

This week, help your child remember:

Jesus is alive!

Find Jesus’ Empty Tomb! Use three 
cereal bowls to symbolize a tomb. Find 

two pictures to represent a person and  
tape them in the bottom of two bowls. (Or 
use plastic toy persons to put underneath 
two bowls.) Mix the tombs around and 
have children guess which tomb is Jesus’ 

empty tomb! Read the Bible story from 
John 21:1-13 together. 

Children

Take time as a family to talk about 
Jesus’ life and the greatness of His 
sacrifice for us. Express your thankfulness 
to God for sending His Son, Jesus. 
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
