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Children 
often cannot 
wait to tell 
something 
that excites 

them. When we have good news, we 
want to share it! As followers of Jesus, 
we have very good news. The good 
news of God sending His Son, Jesus, to 
help us is the best news ever! Jesus said 
to His followers, “Go everywhere in the 
world. Tell the Good News to everyone” 
(Mark 16:15). 

Begin in your own home to tell this 
good news. Your children will learn 
about Jesus from your example. Model 
an excitement about telling others 
the exciting story of Jesus!

Find this verse in a family 
Bible. Sit in a circle and 
play the telephone game 
using the Bible verse. Pass 
on good news about Jesus.

This week, help your child remember:

Thank You Dinner. Think of someone

Invite the individual and 
her family over for dinner. Share your 
appreciation for how you have learned about 
Jesus by her teachings and example. Discuss 
how important it is to share with others 

about Jesus.
