
Jesus Loves Me
Mark 10:13-16

Bible Words

“Jesus loves me” 
(based on 1 John 3:16).

Put your hands around your 
child’s hands and clap hands 

together while saying the 
Bible Words.

This boy is smiling. He 
knows that Jesus loves 
him. Can you smile? 
Jesus loves you!

Jesus loves me (point to self)

This I know.
For the Bible (pat a Bible)

Tells me so. 

Mirror Fun
Stand in front of a mirror with your child. Ask your child to point 
to her ears, eyes, nose, and mouth. Then say, “I see someone 
Jesus loves. Who is it?” Encourage your child to say “me” or point 
to herself.

Hide-and-Seek
Play a game of hide-and-seek with your child. Encourage your child 

to hide. When you have found your child, say, “I found you. Jesus 
loves you!” Play until your child loses interest.
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
