Bible Words

“I can love God”
 (based on Deuteronomy 6:5).

Hold a mirror while your child 
looks into it. Say the Bible 

Words and point to yourself. 
Invite your child to say the 

words and point  
to himself.

God told Noah to 
take animals into the big 
boat. There is a lion and 
an elephant. They are 
getting on the boat. 

(Sing to the tune of 
“The Farmer in the Dell”)

The dogs got in the boat (bark, bark)

The lions got in the boat (roar, roar)

Noah helped all the animals,
to get in the boat.

Walking Together
Place a long strip of masking tape on the floor to make a road. At one 

end of the masking tape, place a toy ark or a large boat. Show your 
child how to get the animals to the boat by walking the animals on the 
road. Encourage him to help Noah get the animals on the boat.

Jump and Hop
Place a toy ark or a large boat on the floor. Encourage your child to jump  

and hop like a frog until he gets to the boat. Remind your child that Noah  
built a boat and helped the animals get in the boat. 
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
